2. Inclining the _________ (seeing how God’s truth should be affecting you) 

· Here we move from knowledge to wisdom. The difference? “Wisdom is 
knowledge with the knower left in.” How does this affect/change me? 

3. Enjoying the _______ (Psalm 27:4 “to gaze upon the beauty of the Lord”) 

· Enjoy connection with God as He has revealed Himself to you in the text.
